Two Ports of Call 3c

This route can be ridden in either
direction starting from the appropriate
Tourist Information Centre.

Quiet lanes link the two contrasting
ports of New Quay and Aberaeron.
New Quay offers a naturally sheltered
harbour, hence its history as a busy
shipbuilding centre and a thriving
commercial port. The town still
celebrates the days of tar and canvas
as it remains one of Wales' most
popular sailing destinations.

Both New Quay and Aberaeron are
popular for taking a boat trip out into  diuail

the Cardigan Bay Special Area of Conservation and Ceredigion
Marine Heritage Coast. Dolphins, seals and other rare animals and
birds inhabit the Bay's sheltering waters.

Of interest en route are: the
quaint village of Oakford,
Llanarth Pottery and the
lonely beach at Cei Bach,
near Majoda, where Dylan
Thomas lived and wrote the
first part of Under Milk
Wood. The woodland path
towards Llanina Church is
worth walking.

Look out for blue plaques
along the way marking the
Dylan Thomas Trail.
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
