Ride
Cribyn and Cae Hir Garden 2d

Leave Lampeter on the A475 following
signs for route 2d.

Climb out of the Teifi Valley and see
magnificent views over Lampeter and its
glorious surrounding countryside with the
Cambrian Mountains in the background.

Pass the Unitarian chapel in Capel y
Groes - the Chapel of the Cross - where
Joseph Jenkins, the Swagman (referred to
in Route 2b), is buried. His incredible
story is told by Lampeter-based author
Bethan Phillips. The diaries composed by
Joseph Jenkins during his years as a
swagman in Australia are required study
in many Australian state schools and
afford a remarkable glimpse of hard
colonial times when many emigrated to
Australia in search of a new life.

The Teifi Valley area between Lampeter and Llandysul remains one
of the strongest Unitarian areas within the United Kingdom and
Lampeter boasts a dedicated Unitarian bookshop.

Your route leads on to the village
of Cribyn where you can visit the
remarkable six acres of Cae Hir
Garden. The garden - which
charges an entrance fee - normally
opens during afternoons from
Tuesday to Sunday and on Bank
Holiday Mondays.
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
